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Waukee Library to Offer Free Conversational English Sessions

Waukee, lowa—The Waukee Public Library will soon begin offering free Conversational English
sessions.

Beginning in September, evening sessions will also be added to the line-up. The additional
Conversational English sessions will be held on the second and fourth Tuesdays of each month
at 6:30 p.m. All sessions will be held at the Waukee Public Library, located at 950 Warrior Lane
in Waukee.

All English as a Second Language learners are welcome at the Conversational English sessions.
No advance registration or preparation is required.
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The Waukee Public Library operates as part of the City of Waukee. It is governed by a seven-member
board of trustees. In 2018 alone, nearly 119,000 visitors walked through the library doors and nearly
185,000 items were checked out. In addition to providing books, digital materials, meeting space and
computer access, the Waukee Public Library hosts hundreds of programs and events each year to
educate and enlighten Waukee area citizens of all ages.
